The Delta Aquariids Meteor Shower can be seen from July 12 to August 23,
peaking on July 28-29. The Perseids Meteor Shower will be active from July 17 to August 24, although it doesn’t peak until
August 13.

On
July 2nd, 1776, the Continental Congress voted in favor of independence, and two
days later delegates from the 13 colonies adopted the Declaration of Independence,
a historic document drafted by Thomas Jefferson. From 1776 to the present day,
July 4th has been celebrated as the birth of American independence, with festivities
ranging from fireworks, parades and concerts, to more casual family gatherings and
barbecues.
